Dr. Leland S. Stone is a world renowned expert in neuroscience.  His career at the Ames Research Center spans more than 20 years.  He started as a National Research Council Post Doctoral Fellow and is now a senior Research Psychologist.  Previously he was a National Science Foundation-University of California-National Institute of Health Postdoctoral Fellow at the University of California, San Francisco.  Over the last 15 years he has mentored seven postdoctoral researchers and two Master’s students.  He has been an invited lecturer at Cold Spring Harbor Laboratories, the University of California and Stanford University.  He holds a Bachelor of Arts degree in biophysics from John Hopkins University, a Masters Degree from the University of California, Berkeley in Electrical Engineering and Computer Science, and a Ph.D. in Neuroscience from the University of California, San Francisco.

Dr. Stone has been an ad hoc reviewer for the major journals in his field including:  Cerebral Cortex, European Journal of Neuroscience, Experimental Brain Research, Journal of Experimental Psychology, Journal of Neuroscience, Journal of the Optical Society of America, Journal of Vision, Nature, Perception, Trends in Cognitive Science, Visual Neuroscience and Vision Research.  His over 50 peer reviewed papers have appeared in such publications as:  Journal of Neuroscience, Journal of Vision, IEEE Transactions on Systems, Man, and Cybernetics, Journal of Neurophysiology, Neuron, Journal of the Optical Society of America, Perception, Visual Neuroscience, Vision Research, Trends in Neuroscience, Nature, Neuroscience Letters, Journal of Comparative Physiology, and Brain Research.  He has also authored numerous technical memoranda, book chapters, special issues, and conference proceedings.
